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1. Scope of Personal Data Processing 

We only process the personal data of our participants when the processing is 

necessary for the realization of the « Math&Move » project.

- Coordination of the operational steps necessary for the administrative and 

financial management acts as defined in the Grant Agreement: collection, 

identification, verification, recording and preservation of all supporting documents 

and mode of proof.  

- Achievement of the « Math&Move » project: Collection, recording, organization, 

storage, extraction, consultation, use, communication by transmission to 

partners, erasure or destruction. 

- Communication around the « Math&Move » : Collection, recording, organization, 

storage, adaptation, modification, extraction, consultation, use, communication by 

transmission, dissemination or any other form of provision, erasure or 

destruction. 

 

The personal data that can be processed are: 

- Coordination of the operational steps necessary for the administrative and 

financial management acts as defined in the Grant Agreement: Surname(s), first 

name(s) and address, social security number, telephone number, e-mail address. 

 

- Achievement of the expectations of the « Math&Move » project:

- Communication around the « Math&Move » project: photo(s), video(s) 

Image rights: 

Partners and the coordinator can take photos during the events and use these 

photos for free. Consequently, and taking into account the legal provisions for the 
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protection of image rights, you authorize the partners and the coordinator to store, 

reproduce and make available to the public the photos taken during the events in 

order to communicate on the « Math&Move » project.
